The Boy in the Striped Pyjamas  written by  John Boyne  was a bestseller two years ago  in Spain  and other countries around the world. Even though I am not a great reader I had heard so much about it that I had to force myself to read it. It is an moving and original  novel that is set in Auschwitz during the Second World War .The main characters, two boys , are well-developed and show us the best and the worst face of  two different  upbringings.
The story is told from the point of view  of a  young  innocent boy  called  Bruno and begins when  his father, a Nazi military, is stationed to an  extermination camp in Auschwitz, there  Bruno´s life  suffers a  huge change. His friends and relatives stayed back in Berlin and now he is upset and bored. From the window of his  room he can see a  strange place where all the people  wear the same clothes, a striped pyjamas. One day, tired of being  bored, he decides go out to explore  the sourrounding area and meets  a boy named Samuel,  a nine- year old  Jewish boy who wears the striped pyjamas. Soon they become good friends, and everyday they  spend a lot of time talking separated by a metallic net. One day Bruno has to come back to Berlín with his mother and  he goes to say goodbye to Samuel. He finds him crying because his father is missing so Bruno decides to help him search for him, at this point a terrible and unpredictable end  unfolds.
The book is well-written with easy vocabulary and selected words to describe the setting and characters.It’s gripping, the more you read the more you need to continue, and the ending is quite unpredictable; only at the last moment  will you find out the tragic  and  shocking end.
