‘The Foodtaster’ (by Beatriz González 2ºNA)
If you want an addictive book, you must read “The foodtaster” or “El Catavenenos”, written by Peter Elbling. It is a book that catches you from the first page and is  inevitable to devour it. It is a novel that brings out feelings and sensations similar to those at “The perfume”.

Ugo Di Fonte is a poor young widower with a baby daughter. By chance, he becomes the food taster for Duke Federico. Although this elevates his position considerably, it also places him amidst castle intrigues that constantly endanger his position, even his life.
With the addition of some wry, humorous scenes about the pitfalls and perils of his occupation, the book results in a light but enjoyable spin on the usual Renaissance comedy. 
Most important of all, it is not an ordinary book. It has some funny and bizarre moments, it turns in some good research which is applied well and displayed nicely, it is competently constructed and it is well-built and quick enough to keep most readers coming back for its very short duration
